Materials List

Important: I’ll provide packs of different papers and card for the planned activities. However, if you would like to bring some additional interesting bits ‘n’ bobs to collage, please do. Eg: scraps of calligraphy and text, headlines from newspapers and magazines, fabric, lace, buttons, plastic, ephemera…the sky’s the limit. If you can glue it or attach it to a background in some way, then try it.

· Large piece (the size in the shop) of litho paper or similar, to work on (it could also be newspaper, layout paper or photocopy paper) The paper will be used like a palette, for paint and glue, and after lots of use develops a gorgeous patina. The paper can then be cut up to use for collage, to cover books, stitched etc.
· Glue (my preference is for Mod Podge Matte but any PVA will be fine) [see photo]

· Gel medium (only if you have it) (see photo)
· Cutting mat and craft knife
· Scissors

· Any stamps and/or stamp pads you already have
· Any handheld shape cutters you have (see photo)
· White gesso (see photo)Different product labels 

· Liquid varnish or similar, to glaze and seal collage, if desired (see photo)
· Acrylic paint (I’ll provide some, so don’t go and buy)
· Acrylic inks if you have them
· Black fine liner pen and white gel or posca pen (gold too if you have one)
· IF you wish to include calligraphy in your collages bring any tools you think you’ll need.
· IF you would like to collage into an old book (make an altered book), bring along a novel or textbook that has a stitched in binding and good, thick pages 
· Apron and paper towel/rag
· Plastic to cover worktable

Please don’t go out and buy anything you wouldn’t be happy to keep on using. This is meant to be a fun workshop, where we use what we already have, reuse and/or repurpose what we can, share what we have and borrow what we don’t!

If you have time, scroll through Pinterest or go to Google for images of collages. Look at what appeals to you and what doesn’t. Think about why you like certain pieces. 
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
